"And With Your Spirit..." 
 
In a little over a month, we will ALL be experiencing a 
change.  On the first Sunday of Advent (Nov. 27th), English-
speaking Catholics will be using the Third Edition of the Ro-
man Missal.  This marks the first revision to the Mass as we 
know it since the first English translation of the Mass from 
1969. 
 
The new edition of the Roman Missal will include new and 
additional prayers for different occasions, as well as updates 
and revisions to some of the prayers and responses we cur-
rently use during Mass.  These changes are a result of better 
translations of the Mass from Latin.  While we may be resis-
tant to these changes, we should be open to them, as they will 
help us better pray as a community with God. 
 
One obvious change will be our response to "The Lord be 
with you."  Rather than replying "And also with you," the 
revised response will be "And with your spirit"  and reflects a 
better translation from the Latin "Et cum spititu tuo."  While 
this may be a minor change we can easily adapt to, other 
changes that may be harder will be for those who have some of 
the longer prayers committed to memory: the Nicene Creed is 
one key example of this. 
 
My wife's aunt, a recent convert to Catholicism, feels that this 
change is good.  She feels that those of us can recite these 
prayers effortlessly may not appreciate what the prayers actu-
ally convey.  By revamping the prayers we use, it forces us to 
think more about what we say and how we pray.
